a ski club for students and alumni next winter.

Dani Newell ’09 personifies dedication to MCCN, literally,
as she donned the persona of the College mascot—The
Mighty Night—while a student at the College. And Newell
is still dedicated. Along with her alumni aunts, Molly
Wanner Taylor 80 and Sally Wanner Martin ’83, Newell
raised $2,000 at a family reunion to fund a second scholarship
in memory of her aunt and their mother, Mary Catherine

“Katie” Breen Wanner ’47.

Newell works as a pediatric nurse at the Franklin County
Juvenile Detention Center, where she functions in a
supervisory role as the baccalaureate trained RN among
LPNs. “Here I am, just 22 and brand new, but MCCN
really prepared me. I wasn’t aware of how prepared I was
to be in a supervisory role,” says Newell. “My education

makes me feel really confident.”

Newell looks forward to returning to Mount Carmel nursing
education next month. In May she begins the master’s track
in Nursing Education, along with friend and fellow alumna,
Chelsea Ball ’09. “I hope someday to teach at MCCN,”
says Newell, who will attend graduate school full-time
while working. “I want to be the next Deloris Bills (current
MCCN instructor).”

The SDAP Alumni Caring Leadership Award
Given by the First and Second SDAP Classes

The SDAP Alumni Award is a “pay it back/ pay it
forward” program initiated by SDAP graduates to
recognize their alma mater for providing a life-changing
educational experience by directly supporting students

currently enrolled in the program.

Congratulations to the SDAP Class of 2010 on earning a Mount Carmel BSN
in just 13 months!

“The award gives back to the College in thanks for
providing this innovative, life-changing program and pays
forward by providing support in recognition of the
financial and personal sacrifices the SDAP students make

to join the nursing profession,” said David Small *08.

The idea was generated five days before the 2008 class
graduated. The SDAP I class felt grateful for the program
and wanted to give back to it and honor the SDAP faculty.
One grant of $500 was awarded to SDAP class of 2009
graduate, Nicole Leotta 09.

The SDAP I class contributes $20/person for five years and
invited SDAP II to consider the same donation, so the legacy
can grow with each class. “A majority of the 2009 class agreed
to join this project, so we were able increase the amount of

award money given to the class of 2010,” said Small.

And they did, with two awards of $500 each given to
members of the class of 2010: Shannon Candio *10 and
Cristin Durbin *10.

The basis for the award is caring leadership. “There are
many awards based on scholarship. We wanted our award
to be based on a commitment and ability to perform in a
manner consistent with the caring and compassionate

components of our nursing education at MCCN,” said Small.

Shannon Candio stated that, if accepted to the SDAP,

she would “use her nursing degree to support mission
trips to foreign countries such as Haiti, where many
children do not have so much as a warm bed to sleep in or
even a roof over their head.” Little did she know how
prescient her words would be. While a student, Candio
was also a patient, when she experienced a trans-ischemic
attack (mini-stroke). Candio will use the grant to pay
medical bills and to travel to Haiti to “give back the

wonderful gifts that she has been given: grace, knowledge

and health.”



Cristin Durbin stated in her application that she had
“a desire to make a difference in the world” and
entered the SDAP program “in a quest to bring positive
energy into peoples’ daily lives.” She defines caring
leadership as “a desire to be of service to others in a
manner that encompasses authenticity, acceptance and
being truly present in each situation, thereby offering
her best self while creating full human connections
with her patients as well as with those with whom

she works.”

Participating in this year’s selection committee were
Sara Shaffer ’08, David Small *08, and Laurie Miller
’09. There are no requirements for use of the grant; it is
intended to offset the debt many of the SDAP students
typically have after completing the program.

RECORD NUMBER ENROLLED
IN FOURTH SDAP CLASS

With 70 students, SDAP IV began the 13-month odyssey
to the BSN on January 4, 2010, and will conclude on
January 28, 2011. “Receiving the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation grant helped the College to increase the
SDAP class size. There were sixteen $10,000 scholarships
awarded to increase diversity in nursing,” said Barbi
Potts, M.Ed, BSN, RN, CCRN, SDAP Coordinator.

Applicants qualifying for one of these new scholarships
came from groups underrepresented in nursing; for
example, racial or ethnic minorities, as well as males.
Also qualifying were applicants from disadvantaged
backgrounds, such as incomes below poverty level,
unable to obtain educational loans, or first generation

college students.

Those accepting the scholarships agreed to certain

obligations, including participation in mentoring and

leadership development programs provided by MCCN,
passing the NCLEX, and providing follow up information
to MCCN about employment status 6-12 months post

graduation.

As in the first three SDAP classes, the previous degrees
earned by the SDAP IV participants cover a widely diverse
range, including physiology, biology, dental hygiene, law,
marketing, sociology, psychology, business, chemistry,
zoology, speech communications, kinesiology, education,

design, nutrition, English, and more.

New this year is the high number of students, and a new
modified program flow with students moving through the

program in two tracks.

“The SDAP faculty appreciates the adult learner and, like
all educators, find ourselves learning from our students,
who represent many different professional backgrounds
and diverse cultures,” said Potts. “SDAP students come in
knowing that the program is accelerated for them; and

that means the pace is accelerated for the faculty as well.”
